Objectivos de aprendizagem (conhecimentos, aptidoes e competéncias a desenvolver pelos estudantes):

Os estudantes devem saber identificar os conceitos mais importantes da disciplina e compreender o seu
significado (por exemplo, negligéncia, omissao, tentativa, desisténcia, autor, cimplice, concurso de crimes).
Os estudantes devem saber resolver os casos praticos com o devido fundamento legal e doutrinal. Devem
saber distinguir, sob o ponto de vista do direito penal, um ato de execugdo e um ato preparatério, a
omissdo pura e a comissdao por omissao, a cumplicidade e a autoria. Devem desenvolver a capacidade de
anadlise e a capacidade de aplicagao dos conceitos na resolugdo de situages concretas.
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Learning outcomes of the curricular unit:

The students should be able to identify the most important concepts of the curricular unit and to
understand their specific meaning (for example, neglect, attemp, author; accomplice, plurality of crimes).
The students should know how to solve practical cases, framing the problems in a doctrinal and legal
perspective. They must be able to understand the consequences which arise from the qualification of an act
as executive or preparatory, the omission as pure or as a commission by omission, the agent as an author or
an accomplice. The student must show the development of his analysis skills and ability to apply the
concepts to solve specific situations.

Demonstragao da coeréncia dos contetidos programaticos com os objectivos da unidade curricular.

Sdo ensinados os conceitos mais importantes das formas especiais do crime de modo a que os alunos
possam compreender o seu significado e possam aplica-los na resolucdo de problemas concretos.

Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's objectives.

The most important concepts of special forms of the crimes are taught in order that the students could
understand their specific meaning and could apply theses concepts to solve specific problematic situations.

Metodologias de ensino (avaliagdo incluida):

Ha aulas em que se explicam os conceitos, fomentando a problematizagdo e o didlogo e aulas em que se
resolvem casos concretos. Os alunos que optam pela avaliacdo continua devem responder a questdes
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durante as aulas, e realizar dois testes, onde resolvem casos concretos. Esta avaliacao vale 50%; o exame
final, onde devem resolver casos concretos, vale 50% para estes alunos, e 100% para os que ndo optam
pela avaliacdo continua.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation):

There are classes in which the teacher explains the concepts, encouraging the problematision and the dialog
and ther are other classes in which specific cases are solved. The students that choose the continuous
evaluation should answer some questions during the classes, and should do two texts with specific cases.
This evaluation is made in account of 50%; the final exam, with specific cases to solve, is made in account of
50% for theses students and of 100% for the others.

Demonstragao da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objectivos de aprendizagem da unidade curricular.

Uma vez que os objetivos da disciplina se dirigem a compreensado dos conceitos e a sua aplicacdo na
resolucdo de casos concretos, a explicacao dos conceitos e a resolucdo de casos na aula, nos testes e no
exame final parece-nos um método adequado.

Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes.

As the objectives of the discipline are the comprehension of concepts and their application in the resolution
of specific cases, the explanation of the concepts and the resolution of practical cases in classes, tests, and
in the final exam, seems to be an adequate methodology.
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
